Mixed metaphors aside, we look back—ultimately, with great relief and gratitude—at a tumul-
tuous year. First came the shock of proposed severe budget cuts, which would have devastated an
already beleaguered Society. Next came the outcry—from all quarters of the state, all over the
nation, indeed, all around the world.

People from all walks of life took the time to contact the state budget-makers to oppose the
deep cuts by describing why the Society matters in their life. As you will see later in this report, their
letters often wax eloquent.

Meanwhile, the Society’s Board of Curators, its members, and the state’s citizens campaigned
to reduce the cuts so the Society’s share of sacrifice was proportionate to that of other state agencies.
The long and broad-based effort, coupled with the letters, e-mails, and phone calls of our support-
ers, all targeted the decisions-makers in the capitol.

This support contributed to the bipartisan 16-0 vote by the Joint Finance Committee,
effectively reducing by half the budget cuts faced by the Society, and contributed to the Governor’s
signing the budget bill into law with that provision intact. It demonstrates the effectiveness of
groups and individuals banded together in common cause to support the Society’s underpinning of
history and history education in Wisconsin and the nation.

Of course, with continued financial problems facing Wisconsin, the end is not yet in sight.
Please stay tuned.

Yet, in spite of the year’s fiscal turmoil, we have some very good things to report.

» The Board of Curators adopted a set of recommendations for safeguarding the future of the
Library-Archives in challenging fiscal times.

« At this writing, legislation that enacts many recommendations made by the 2002
Governor’s Commission on Historic Sites (see page 3) was unanimously passed by the
Assembly Tourism Committee and the Senate Higher Education Committee, with final
votes pending this fall.

» The Society and the Wisconsin Historical Foundation launched an entrepreneurial program
that supports revenue-generating initiatives at the Society.

» Online resources on the Society’s Web site at www.wisconsinhistory.org continue to grow,
from a consolidated portal to the Society’s offerings for teachers at www.wisconsinhistory.org/
teachers to a site offering a look at Wisconsin's people and places through structures docu
mented in the National Register of Historic Places at www.wisconsinhistory.org/archstories
to Civil War service records for Wisconsin soldiers available at www.wisconsinhistory.org/
genealogy/ogrs.

* WHS Press is rapidly growing its book list and sales are strong; Society books took 2nd
and 3rd place on our distributor’s (UW Press) best seller list last year.

» The Society adopted its first marketing plan, which includes redesigning the Society
Web site (the new site will premiere soon) and establishing annual themes for Society
programming.

When in early 2003 Wisconsin state
government, faced with a $3.2 billion
deficit, proposed cutting thirty posi-
tions and $1.5 million from the
Society’s already bare-hones budget,
people spoke out.Their message—
which came from around the state,
across the nation, and all over the
world—rang loud and clear: the
Wisconsin Historical Society is a
national treasure, and the reduction
would prove devastating.

History Day in Wisconsin participants,
genealogists, a coalition of seventy-one
state organizations, and many others

Safequarding the Librnany-r¥nchives; A committee

appointed in spring 2002 studied the library and archives and issued a
report recommending measures for maintaining the collections and safe-
guarding their continuation as a great cultural and educational resource.

The committee met five times and submitted its report, Safeguarding
a Public Legacy, to the Board of Curators at the Board’s February 18, 2003,
meeting. The report presented the following findings:

« The Library-Archives is broadly recognized as among the best
research collections on Wisconsin and North American history in
the world.

» Measured by the value of its collections, the Library-Archives is the
largest asset owned by the Society, worth over $1 billion.

* The Library-Archives budget, including all funding sources, has
declined relative to other Society divisions, since 1996.

* For 2002—2003, Library-Archives state tax-appropriated funding has
declined in both absolute and relative levels.

« In proportion to its responsibilities, Library-Archives funding ranks
at or near the bottom of those for a group of similar research collec-
tions.

« Library-Archives funding is insufficient to support its statutory man
dates and its Society role, notably in collection acquisitions that will
be needed to study the history of recent and current events.

« The Library-Archives has the potential to increase and diversify its
non-state-appropriated funding.

 The current lack of a bibliographer position impedes both studied
development of collections and realization of full benefits of closer
cooperation with the UW-Madison.

« The critical lack of adequate storage space in which to expand collec-
tions and the severe overcrowding of collections limits collecting and
threatens preservation of existing holdings.

» While the Library-Archives provides records management and
archival preservation services for state government, it does not
receive fees or other revenues to support these services adequately.

Hiotonic Siteo Commiosion Repont: In February 2002
then-governor Scott McCallum established a commission to study the
Society’s statewide network of eight historic sites and recommend ways to
ensure their sound future. The group met four times and issued its findings
in July 2002.

Commission chair Mark Bugher noted, “The commission’s report is
breakthrough recommendations with new, innovative, and creative
approaches to some very old problems.”

Most notably, the commission recommends that the legislature
exempt the Society from future efforts to recall earned revenue to the leg-
islature for any purpose. Further suggestions include building stronger
partnerships between historic sites and qualified support groups to share
governance, including both the risks and rewards of operating historic sites;
and increasing involvement of local support groups that have a vested
interest in the sites’ success.

At this writing, the state Assembly and Senate are voting on a legisla-
tive bill that codifies the recommendations.

Online Genealogical Recounces Erpanded: The

Library-Archives’ Online Genealogical Research Service allows researchers
to submit requests at www.wisconsinhistory.org/genealogy/ogrs. A fee is
charged for the service (Society members receive a discount).

This year staff added Civil War service records for Wisconsin soldiers
and an index to biographical information on more than 100,000
Wisconsinites to the birth, marriage, and death records that were intro-
duced in 2001-2002.

Wisconsin Fiotony Explonen: At wwwwisconsinhistory.
org/archstories a new Web site developed by the Division of Historic
Preservation uses properties documented through the National Register of
Historic Places program to tell stories about Wisconsin people and com-
munities. The stories are drawn from over 2,000 National Register listings,
allowing history enthusiasts to explore the historical legacy of our state.
Brief historical segments link to informative summaries of individual his-
toric properties.

The Society’s historic buildings office staff developed the site working
with both volunteers and in partnership with other state agencies and
communities.

Vitla Louis Plase Tua Completion: A documentary

restoration of Villa Louis and the Dousman office building interior spaces
in Prairie du Chien was completed in May 2003. An extraordinary
amount of original material—fragments of wallpapers, carpets, invoices,
photographs, and collection of artifacts over 90 percent original to the
estate—gives the project a rare degree of authority.

A Jeffris Family Foundation challenge grant helped the Society raise
the additional funds needed to complete the project.

The next and final phase of Villa Louis restoration will begin in 2004,
again assisted by a challenge grant from the Jeffris Family Foundation.

Sétes: Culvers restaurants throughout Wisconsin and Culver’s

Franchise partnered with the Society historic sites during June by featur-
ing one million tray liners promoting the sites. A coupon on the tray liner
offered a discount to any site. Additionally, Culver’s helped welcome vis-
itors to historic sites on the annual Visitor Appreciation Day, June 8, by
providing a coupon for a free Culver’s custard cone.

Old World Wisconsin Offene Digital Tour
guc’de&' Old World Wisconsin, Eagle, introduced hand-held audio
tour guides, which allow visitors to select narrated descriptions of points
of interest throughout the site.

Old World Wisconsin joins the National Parks and the Shedd
Aquarium in Chicago in offering the new technology, which the Friends
of Old World Wisconsin supported with a major grant.

Count Decides Burnial Disturbance Caase: Precedent

was set recently when a part-time resident of Green Lake County was
ordered to make restitution to the Circuit Court, donate $500 to the
Society, and pay for a land survey for damaging a cataloged Native
American mound on her property.

The substantial disturbance, in violation of Wisconsin’s burial sites
preservation law, involved a linear mound that is part of a larger mound
group originally reported in 1906 to contain twenty-one conical and effi-
gy mounds. In 1997 archaeological fieldwork documented the presence of
two linear mounds, four ovals, two panther mounds, two bird mounds, an
octagonal enclosure, and one dog-shaped mound.

As part of the agreement with the landowner, the damaged mound
has been restored to its earlier original contours.

Y ational #iotony Day Panticipation Grows. The
National History Day, an academic enrichment program aimed at middle
and high school students, continues to grow in Wisconsin. The Society
administers the program with staff from all divisions and uses it to expose
students, teachers, and parents to a wide variety of Society resources.

This year, participation at the school level doubled, from approxi-
mately 1,900 students to nearly 4,000. Student attendance at the state
event, held at the Society’s headquarters, also doubled from 182 to nearly
400. Two new regional competitions were established this year, in Green
Bay and Madison, joining the existing events held in La Crosse,
Milwaukee, and Stevens Point.

E utneprenearnial Projects Laumched: The Wisconsin
Historical Foundation launched an entrepreneurial initiative fund that
uses private donations to support revenue-generating projects at the
Society. This year’s projects included

» Hiring a private-sector retail consultant to devise a business plan
that increases sales and profits at historic sites’ museum stores;

e Adding a pilot online purchasing capability to Library-Archives
services and products available on the Society’s Web site, www.
wisconsinhistory.org; and

» Developing a heritage real estate service that will list on the Society’s
Web site historic properties for sale to help realtors find buyers inter-
ested in rehabilitating historic buildings.

Revenue generated by such projects stays within the Society, first to
replenish the entrepreneurial fund for other revenue-generating projects,
and then to support the new program.

The Wisconsin Historical Foundation
entertained 130 Society supporters
at its annual Director’s Circle event.

Student participation in the National History Day
program in Wisconsin more than doubled in 2003.

“cotonie Resources Database Ouline: The Wisconsin

Archaeological and Historic Resources Database (WisAHRD), which
comprises the Archaeological Sites Inventory, Architectural History
Inventory, and the Bibliography of Archaeological Reports, is now avail-
able in a user-friendly comprehensive format as an online subscription.
Historic Preservation Division staff amassed the data over the past century
in its role as the official state clearinghouse and repository for records per-
taining to all such properties. The division is by statute responsible for
administering, managing, and preserving the information.

Smant Growth Guide Publioked: \n spring 2003, the
Society published a guide to help communities comply with Wisconsin’s
comprehensive planning legislation, which took effect in 2000. The book-
let provides background information about comprehensive and cultural
resource planning, a recommended cultural resource section, and a chap-
ter about community sponsored cultural resource surveys.

Jefferncon County Potten o Fields Reotored: Jeiferson
County is restoring and preserving the county’s old potter’s fields with
guidance from the Society’s burial sites preservation program. The county
has cleared and surveyed the boundaries of two of the known cemeteries
on the property of the former Jefferson County Poor Farm and Insane
Asylum.

Jefferson County’s first “poor farm” opened in 1854 and housed the
poor, infirm, and insane all under one roof. Laws passed in 1878 encour-
aged counties to construct separate facilities for the insane. In the 1920s
another statewide movement encouraged construction of a separate facili-
ty to care for the ill.

Restornation Gemo Featuned Ounline. From the John Palo
Homestead at Oulu to the Copeland Service Station in Milwaukee, the
Society’s historic buildings office has begun featuring some of Wisconsin’s
notable restoration projects online at www.wisconsinhistory.org/
histbuild/buildings/restorations. Many of the project owners received
income tax credits administered by the Division of Historic Preservation.

The Society’s historic preservation services
are now more accessible than ever, online
at www.wisconsinhistory.org/histbuild.

Finot Manitime Parnk Eastablished: The Societys state
underwater archaeology team collaborated with the City of Sturgeon Bay
to add Wisconsin's first maritime park to Wisconsin's Maritime Trails
Program, at Bull Head Point. The program regionally links Wisconsin’s
extensive historical maritime sites.

Bull Head Point has a long history tied to the area’s once thriving
limestone industry and features three shipwrecks, visible from shore: the
Oak Leaf; Ida Corning; and the Empire State, all of which date to the nine-
teenth century

Society archaeologists documented the wrecks with assistance from
East Carolina University faculty and students and volunteers from the
Wisconsin Underwater Archaeological Association. The site was placed on
the National Register of Historic Places this year.

H woewm Ertibits. The Wisconsin Historical Museum opened
two new exhibits: Unpacking on the Prairie: Jewish Women in the Upper
Midwest, viewed by 10,939 visitors during its ten-week venue, and Inside
the Fence: Reclaiming History at the Badger Army Ammunition Plant, a pho-
tographic show documenting the past activity and present condition of the
Badger Ammunition Plant.
In conjunction with the Library-Archives Division, curators produced an
exhibit on the signers of the Declaration of Independence, exhibited first
in the Capitol rotunda and later in the Society Archives Reading Room.
Created a special exhibit case that recognized the fiftieth anniversary of the
Milwaukee Braves. The case opened in conjunction with one of the muse-
um’s new “Taste of Wisconsin” programs, which featured the Braves, hot
dogs, and cracker jacks.

Due to popular demand, the museum extended Icon Wisconsin, an
exhibit featuring the official, and the unofficial, state symbols.

Museum staff updated areas of the permanent exhibits, including
removing fragile artifacts and replacing them with photos or replicas;
enlarging labels for easier reading; adding new graphics; and rearranging

case objects.

H woeam Collections 7/ ears Museum curators accessioned
some 1,300 non-archeological objects into the permanent collections and
entered more than 25,000 object records into the collections database,
bringing the total number of object records to over 151,000. Of these,
more than 2,500 objects were digitized, bringing the number of objects so
imaged to more than 8,000.

N wsean’s Educational Offerninge: More than 24,000
schoolchildren from fifty-five counties participated in a variety of education-
al offerings presented at the museum. In the summer of 2003 the museum
offered a variety of special programs aimed at middle school students.

Adults attended the “History Sandwiched In” lunchtime programs, a
film series on Jewish films, and a variety of receptions, lectures, and fam-
ily activities. In addition, the museum launched a new adult dinner/lec-
ture series, “A Taste of Wisconsin.”

Museum staff worked with other Society divisions and Wisconsin
Public Television staff to produce three new state history documentaries of
which one, on the stories of WWII Wisconsin veterans, broadcast in May
2003. This documentary continues with a new segment in November
2003. The third program features stories from Old World Wisconsin and
premiered in July 2003.

M woeum 4rctacology Program.: One of the programs
major excavations among the fifty-nine archaeological sites investigated
this year in different parts of the was at the “Sheard Road” site.
Archaeologists discovered the site in 1998, finding it was the location of a
local landmark known as “Captain Trowbridge’s Place.” In 1836,
Trowbridge came to Wisconsin from New York state with his family as the
first Euro-American settlers in Dover Township.

The program also entered into a new partnership with the Wisconsin
Department of Natural Resources, to assist in the identification and pro-
tection of archeological sites on public lands overseen by the DNR. MAP
has been participating in a similar partnership with the Wisconsin
Department of Transportation for forty-six 46 years.

Special programs by Society authors drew crowds
at the first annual Wisconsin Book Festival.

WHS Press continues to grow, both in its offerings and sales.

WAHS Press on Best-Seller Liot: The Society Press

continued to grow and gain recognition with it books taking six of the top
twenty positions on the UW Press’s best-seller list for the calendar year
2002. The books and their sales rank are:
2. Indian Nations of Wisconsin by Patty Loew;
3. Working with Water by Bobbie Malone and Jeff Gray;
12. Learning from the Land by Bobbie Malone;
15. Wisconsin Indians by Nancy Lurie;
18. Digging and Discovery by Bobbie Malone and Diane Holliday; and
20. They Came to Wisconsin by Julia Pferdehirt.

As of April 30, 2003, these six books had registered sales of more that
$105,000 in the previous twelve months, and in the last several years they have
brought in well over $300,000. Indian Nations of Wisconsin alone has had sales
of more that $100,000 in the last two years. In the twelve months preceding
April 30, 2003, the WHS Press’s entire book list generated more than $250,000
in sales, this compared to sales for the entire list in 2001 of $102,000.

Saciety Adopto Manketing Plan: Members of the Board
of Curators and Society staff worked together to develop the first Society-
wide marketing plan. The plan includes five initiatives: redesign the
Society Web site; establish annual themes for Society programming; aug-
ment communication about special programs and services with teachers;
establish a donor event that honors contemporary history makers in
Wisconsin; and devise strategies to work with the professional media to
place “history in the news.”

Scthool Senvices éway The school services office has had more
contacts with school districts to provide information on adopting books
and teacher’s guides for fourth-grade classrooms. The office’s Bobbie
Malone has conducted outreach efforts at conventions, such as Wisconsin
Education Association Council and Wisconsin Council for the Social
Studies. She has also successfully conducted day-long workshops in coop-
eration with the School of Education-Outreach at UW-Madison and dis-
tance-learning sessions through the Pyle Center on campus.

W ew M icrofilm Eguitment: Thanks to fund-raising efforts
of the Wisconsin Historical Foundation, the Library-Archives acquired
new microfilm cameras and film-scanning equipment and received fund-
ing to microfilm the papers of the Kohler governors, Walter J. Kohler Sr.
and Walter J. Kohler Jr.

No current staff member can remember when the Society last pur-
chased new cameras. (The equipment in use today was acquired second-
hand and dates to the 1940s and 1950s.)

Grants from the Charlotte and Walter Kohler Charitable Trust,
$172,498, and the Kohler Trust for Preservation, $75,000, financed the
equipment purchase and microfilming project.

Loeal Histony Wonkotot Partwerohifo. Budget

reductions forced the Society to partner with outside organizations to share
the cost of delivering services. Staff reductions last year led to the Society’s
joining the Wisconsin Federation of Museums to deliver training services
to local historical societies and museums around the state. Workshops were
delivered in Manitowoc, Eagle, and Prairie du Chien.

Hiotonic Sites Offen Amenican YJounmeyo:
Programming at historic sites in the summer and fall of 2002 and again in
the spring and summer of 2003 featured the theme, “Rediscover the
Character of America.” Responding to the national mood and people’s
concerns about current events, the historic sites emphasized stories that
illustrate the character traits settlers and citizens relied on during challeng-
ing times in an earlier Wisconsin.

Fréends of Weiscomoin Hiotornical Socéety: The
FRIENDS of the Society sponsored several programs, including teas, at the
Nelson Dewey Home at Cassville and at the Eagle Centre House Bed &
Breakfast at Eagle. A three-day coach tour of southeastern Wisconsin
explored maritime history with stops at museums and lighthouses and a
sail on the S/V Denis Sullivan, a three-masted schooner. The FRIENDS held
its 53rd annual meeting at Ten Chimneys, the renovated estate of late the-
ater greats Alfred Lunt and Lynn Fontanne.

M adeline Toland Site Erxpande: The state Building

Commission approved $400,000 to stabilize the Madeline Island
Historical Museum foundations and connect the Capser Center with the
museum’s historic structures. The results will include better electrical, ven-
tilation, and storage conditions and improved visitor service facilities

e Elmer W. Henderson: Papers, 1938-1990: Henderson was a Baltimore native and lawyer who
served on President Roosevelt’s Fair Employment Practices Committee (1941-1948), which inte-
grated black workers into the war industry. While on assignment for the FEPC, Henderson was
denied service in a Southern Railways dining car. He complained to the Interstate Commerce

Commission and, with the backing of the NAACP, appealed his case to the U.S. Supreme Court.

In 1950 the court ruled that segregated dining cars violated the Interstate Commerce Act.

In addition to working for the FEPC, Henderson was the executive director of the Illinois State
Commission on the Urban Colored Population (1940-1941), the executive director of the American
Council on Human Rights (1948-1955) and legal council to the Committee on Government
Operations of the U.S. House of Representatives (1955-1982). Henderson taught political science at
Howard University and Sociology at Dillard University and was an adviser to Adlai Stevenson during
his 1956 presidential campaign.

Frank Custer Research Files: The files consist of journalist Frank Custer’s research on Madison and its history, including sub-
ject files, card files, and photographs. The subject files include news clippings and typewritten notes arranged alphabetically by
subject as well as a series of original manuscript editions of Custer’s newspaper column, “Looking Backward,” which he wrote

for the Capital Times.

Additions to Papers of Robert MacNeil: The additions cover the years 1953-2001 and consist of files documenting MacNeil’s writ-
ings; sound recordings of speeches by and interviews with MacNeil; and moving image material of and relating to his journalism career.
Manuscript material includes research notes and drafts for MacNeil’s books, Breaking News, Burden of Desire, The Voyage,

Charles, Karla, and Paperweight; viewer correspondence and press coverage of his retirement from the “MacNeil-Lehrer
Newshour”; production notes, press clippings, and publicity for “MacNeil-Lehrer Newshour” programs; and transcripts from
“Weekly World Report”, July 1953-April 1954.

LeRoy John Gates Photographs: Images created and collected by LeRoy John Gates, an entrepreneur, riverboat pilot, hops
farmer, and photographer in Kilbourn (now called Wisconsin Dells), during the middle of the nineteenth century.

Alan North Williams Photographs: Official wartime photographs created and collected by Williams during his service in
World War 11 as a photographer’s mate in the U.S. Navy and working for the Public Relations Bureau of the Headquarters of
the Commander in Chief of the U.S. Pacific Fleet and Pacific Ocean Areas (CINCPAC).

Included in the collection are images of the Japanese attack on Pearl Harbor; aerial photographs of Vietnam, China and Japan;
informal and formal portraits of military personnel and civilians including William F. Halsey, Chester W. Nimitz, and Ernie Pyle
among others; and scenes of land, air, and water battles and their aftermath.

United Garment Workers of America Records: Records of the labor union, which was organized in 1891 and primarily
represented employees in the work clothing industry. In December 1994, its 15,000 members merged with the United Food
and Commercial Workers. Included is a constitution and a history of the union’s label; minutes (mainly 1912-1947); wage-
scale agreements and correspondence with the Union Made Garment Manufacturers Association (1905-1952); administrative
policy books; and subject file s concerning WPA sewing projects, southern organizing campaigns, and raids by Amalgamated
Clothing Workers, International Ladies Garment Workers Union, and other unions.

Cartoons by Bill Sanders and Joe Heller: Original political cartoons by Sanders and Heller for the Milwaukee Journal/Sentinel
and the Green Bay Post-Gazette, respectively.
Bay Shipbuilding Company Records, primarily from 1946-1986. The firm, of Sturgeon Bay, is known for the construction
and refitting of large Great Lakes cargo carriers. Collection includes records of two predecessor firms, Christy Corp. and Leathem
D. Smith Shipbuilding Co. The records consist largely of blueprints and photographs, which represent the full spectrum of
modern Great Lakes vessels as well as several post-World War 11 vessels built for the U.S. Navy, several research vessels, numer-
ous Wisconsin ferries, and tugboats. Most prominent among the ships is the Edmund Fitzgerald which documentation also
includes information contributed by BSC to the investigation of the Fitzgerald’s sinking.
Papers of Robert Froehlke, a graduate of the University of Wisconsin law school and executive for Sentry Insurance Company,
who served as assistant Secretary of Defense (1969-1971) and Secretary of the Army (1971-1973).
The papers document Froehlke’s time in Washington, D.C., from 1969 through 1973 and include correspondence concerning
Froehlke’s decision in 1974 to speak out in favor of amnesty for draft evaders and his testimony before Congress.
Papers of John “Jack” Kole, chief of the Washington, D.C., bureau of the Milwaukee Journal from 1970 to 1989. Prior to that time
he was a staff writer for the Journal in Milwaukee and then in the capital bureau (1963-1970).

The Charlotte and Walter
Kohler Charitable Trust
concentrates on specific
projects on which it can
have a significant impact.
Gifts to the Society seem
especially appropriate
because Charlotte Kohler,
the donor of the trust,
took great interest in his-
tory.

Over the last three decades, Quinney has deposited materials
every four or five years, including the manuscripts of the books
he published during the period, correspondence, both profes-
sional and personal, and unpublished manuscripts. He also
donated the photographs featured in his three autobiographical
books Journey to a Far Place, For the Time Being, and Borderland.

The photographs are of the landscapes of Walworth County
and DeKalb, lllinois, as well as photographs taken in his travels
to Ireland, China, France, New Zealand, and England.

In 2002, Quinney donated to the visual archives the color pho-
tographs (on slides) that he took in 1969 of the construction of
the World Trade Center (accession number M2002-085). See
the photographs and read Quinney’s accompanying essay in
the Autumn 2002 Wisconsin Magazine of History, online at
www.wisconsinhistory.org/iwmh/pdf/fwmh_autumn02_gquinney.pdf .
Quinney also is making provisions to donate to the
Society his complete collection of photographs and negatives.
Likely to be included are the negatives and photographs of his
family over the last one hundred years, as well as family albums.
These materials will represent the life and work of one
Wisconsin family on a dairy farm that was established in 1868
by Quinney’s great-grandparents, shortly after emigrating from

Ireland during the famine.

Quinney notes,“l am pleased and honored that all of these
materials will be preserved for use by the public and by future

researchers of Wisconsin history.”

Minutes of the Annual Meeting

Madison, Wisconsin
June 13, 2003

The 157th Annual Business Meeting was called to order by the President, Patricia Boge at 1:00 p.m. at the Wisconsin Historical
Society headquarters building in Madison on Friday, June 13, 2003.

President Patricia Boge’s Remarks

Good afternoon and welcome to the 157th annual meeting of the State Historical Society of Wisconsin. In a few moments,
you will hear Director Bob Thomasgard’s “State of the State” remarks so | won't attempt to steal his thunder. For the second spring
in a row, your Board has had the onerous duty of approving drastic budget cuts resulting in the elimination of staff positions and
programs. This was not done lightly or easily. Two special board meetings were called in March and April to deal specifically with
the budget. Again, Bob will address this in some detail.

On behalf of the Board of Curators, I'd like to concentrate on thanking a number of people for getting us through a difficult
year. The danger, of course, in thanking people by name, is that somehow, someone gets left out, and for that | apologize.

« First of all, | want to express appreciation to the staff, including supervisors, who've redoubled their efforts to provide
quality service under extenuating circumstances.

« I'd like to cite the Division managers, who collectively share duties across division lines to allow the business of the Society
to move forward seamlessly. In particular, I'd like to recognize David Pamperin who heads the Legislative Advocacy com-
mittee, as well as his colleagues in this effort: Betsy Trane, Ann Koski, Michael Stevens, Peter Gottlieb, David Seligman,
and Alicia Goehring. These people educate the Board with a focused process for working with the legislature.

The Board—my board, your board—has done an outstanding job this year, from coming to extra meetings, to serving on
committees, to rallying to the cause of communicating with the Joint Finance Committee, the rest of the Legislature, and
the Governor. For that | have to mention board member Mary Buestrin for chairing the Legislative Relations Committee,
as well as our four legislators: Steve Freese, Greg Huber, Fred Risser, and Dale Schultz. This has been an education for all
of us. One lesson we learned: you don't just go to legislators in a crisis; you continue the dialogue during the good times

as well. One other board member deserves special mention—Bill Cronon. Dr. Cronon, using his vast electronic network,
rallied his history colleagues from all over the world in support of the Wisconsin Historical Society.

John Singer and his hardworking staff of the Wisconsin Historical Foundation are to be commended for continuing to
reach new fund-raising goals and increasing Society membership to almost 13,000.

The media was especially helpful in getting the word out about the plight of the Society. Thanks again to our division
managers, who met with the editorial boards of the state’s major newspapers. Aided in all of this is Bob Granflaten with
his strong contacts with all of the media.

One year ago, | stood up here and announced the departure of George Vogt, the Society’s director. Since then, Bob
Thomasgard has assumed the role of acting director—for the third time! He’s been filling not only his job as associate
director, but director as well, and for this the board cannot thank him enough. He’s agreed to stay in this position as the
search for a new director continues.

And lastly, I want to thank you, the members, supporters, and lovers of history. It is because of your support, because of
your letters to the governor and legislators, and because of your attendance at Joint Finance hearings, that we are where
we are today. A recommendation to amend our budget and reduce the cuts passed unanimously, 16-0, by the Joint
Finance Committee, and is working its way through the legislature. We don't know what the governor will ultimately do,
but we can hope—always hope. Our board, staff, legislators, and friends will continue to advocate for the Society.

I leave you with a quote from documentary filmmaker Ken Burns, in his response to Bill Cronon: “Without a past, we have
no future. It’s as simple as that!”

Treasurer’s Report
The Treasurer’s Report was distributed at the meeting.

Approval of Minutes
It was moved and seconded to approve the minutes of the 2002 Annual Business Meeting held on July 13, 2002, in
Milwaukee.

Election of Curators

Nominating Committee Chair Beverly Harrington reported the results of the 2003 curator election.

A total of 4,270 ballots were returned for the curator elections. The percentage of returns is approximately 22. The number
of ballots returned is up from 2,809 last year.

The following seven individuals were incumbents of the Board and were re-elected to serve three-year terms:

All eight individuals listed above will serve three-year terms that expire in June 2006.
Twenty-three of the ballots were disqualified because they were returned blank, or because they voted for more than eight indi-
viduals.

Director’s Report

Director Bob Thomasgard said that it was nice to see so many people at today’s annual meeting. He stated that this last year
has been the most interesting and challenging since he began working for the Society twenty years ago. He noted that since George
Vogt left the Society eleven months ago, there have been a variety of challenges, including several extreme budget threats.

Mr. Thomasgard said that he was happy to report that the Society has met those challenges and accomplished much in the
past year.

He explained that there were three separate pieces of legislation that have mandated reductions in the Society’s operating budg-
et for 2002-2003. Together, they required the following cuts:

1. $1,345,900 GPR and 15 GPR positions (including nine layoffs)—permanently

2. $567,800 GPR—one time

3. $422,600 PRO (earned revenue)—one time

Concerning the 2003-2005 operating budget that begins with the new fiscal year on July 1, Mr. Thomasgard stated that the
governor originally proposed a reduction of 30 GPR positions and $1,500,000 in each year of the biennium. He noted that with
125 authorized GPR positions in the Society, this would mean a 25 percent reduction in staff.

Director Thomasgard stated that thanks to intense advocacy efforts, the Joint Finance Committee has proposed a reduction of
15 GPR positions and $750,000 annually. The welcomed relief from the Joint Finance Committee has been a result of much hard
work from many sources.

Mr. Thomasgard thanked Mr. David Pamperin, the Historic Sites Administrator who has led the internal advocacy committee. He
noted that David has put in a significant amount of time and effort in bringing about the relief. (The members applauded Mr. Pamperin
for his work.)

Mr. Thomasgard thanked the four legislators on our Board, Senator Fred Risser, Senator Dale Schultz, Representative Steve
Freese, and Representative Greg Huber for all the work they have done on behalf of the Society. He also thanked the other Board
of Curators members, especially Mrs. Mary Buestrin, for the help they provided to the Society by contacting key people and
explaining the importance of the Society programs.

He said that it was very heartening that over seventy organizations, representing almost 135,000 members, formed a coalition
that sent letters in support of the Society’s work. They represent a wide spectrum of organizations that each uses the vast resources
of the Society in different ways, with one commonality: that the Society is vital to the citizens of the state.

Mr. Thomasgard cautioned that the budget reduction process is not over yet, and noted that advocacy efforts are continuing
in the hopes of protecting the decrease in proposed cuts to the organization. He thanked the media for wanting to learn and under-
stand more about the Society. He stated that we must keep the momentum going, and keep informing people about the Society’s
programs.

In talking about the state’s capital budget, Mr. Thomasgard stated that the Society is in desperate need of a collection storage
facility. He noted that our current facilities are “packed to the gills,” and that we have tried repeatedly to get approval for a storage
facility. This year, almost all of the capital budget requests were denied due to the state’s economic situation. However, our request
was an exception. The Society’s request for an $8 million facility was deferred, with a recommendation that we work with the uni-
versity and their collection needs.

Mr. Thomasgard stated that he would be spending more time on this project in the next twelve months.

The Society owns 250 buildings in the state (including structures at Circus World Museum). Mr. Thomasgard explained that
the Building Commission has reserved $800,000 for “catch-up” maintenance of our buildings. He noted that this is very good
news. The money would be in addition to other monies that we compete for to maintain the buildings. He noted that so far this
fiscal year we have been successful in acquiring $2.5 million from the Building Commission for building projects.

Director Thomasgard talked about two major programmatic studies that have been completed during the last year. The stud-
ies provide direction for the Society’s two largest programs, the historic sites and the library-archives.

At the request of the Society, Governor Scott McCallum appointed the Historic Sites Commission. The Commission submit-
ted their report to the Governor on July 15 of last year. Recently, a separate piece of legislation has been drafted to address the nine
recommendations of the Commission. The legislation (Assembly Bill 328) currently has forty-five sponsors and will help the
Society with future operations of the sites programs, as well as provide more flexibility in several areas for the entire Society. If passed
into law, the bill would do the following:

« Increase management flexibility

« Improve partnership opportunities

« Protect earned and gift revenues

« Create authorizing language for dedicated building stewardship

The second report prepared by the Library-Archives Study Committee was approved at the Board of Curators’ February 2003
meeting, and includes eight recommendations, including the following:

History Has Its Place

« Affirming the Library-Archives’ mission

« Renewing collaboration with the university

« Increasing and improving collection storage space

« Diversifying funding sources

« Receiving support from the state for state records management

Mr. Thomasgard reported on a number of facilities projects that were completed during the last year. At the Villa Louis his-
toric site in Prairie du Chien, the second phase of the “documentary restoration” was completed in May. Approximately $375,000
was spent to update security systems at a number of the Society’s locations. Approval has been granted for moving a building, build-
ing repair and an addition at our Madeline Island facility. He also noted that funding has been approved to improve the structur-
al integrity, exterior, and building systems for the train shed at Circus World Museum in Baraboo.

The Society’s membership currently stands at 12,700, which puts us in second place for historical society membership in the
nation. Mr. Thomasgard stated that we have members from all seventy-two counties in Wisconsin, all fifty states, and fifteen coun-
tries. He said that the Wisconsin Historical Foundation has successfully raised $2.3 million in private gifts for the Society this fis-
cal year. This represents an almost 20 percent increase over the amount raised last year. He stated that this shows that a lot of peo-
ple appreciate the Society and what we do and have stepped forward to support our organization.

Mr. Thomasgard noted a special gift of $250,000 from two Kohler families for new microfilm cameras and scanning equip-
ment. The addition of this much-needed equipment will speed the processing of the senior and junior Governor Kohlers' papers
and update the equipment in the microfilm lab. The Wisconsin Historical Foundation also provided $90,000 in loans for entre-
preneurial projects.

Another important initiative has taken off during the past year—marketing. The Board of Curators has approved a marketing
plan. As part of this effort, the Foundation will recruit the first-ever marketing position for the Society.

Mr. Thomasgard stated that over 1.5 million discrete individuals used our Web site last year. Currently an effort is underway
to redesign the Web site to update it and make it easier to use. Another effort underway is the use of “annual themes” to give some
interpretive continuity throughout the Society and to highlight what we do, as well as provide relationships between our programs.

Our marketing plan includes increasing information given to teachers about special programs and services available through
the Society. Work is underway on a major donor recognition event to honor “history makers” throughout the state. It is hoped that
this event will eventually become a major revenue stream for the marketing program. Mr. Thomasgard discussed how incredibly
supportive the media have been with the Society’s budgetary problems. He stated that the Society would continue to work closely
with the media to publicize our programs, and noted the value of that programming to the state.

Mr. Thomasgard reported that the Society partnered with Culver’s restaurants to market the historic sites through an in-kind
contribution of one million tray liners featuring the sites. These were used in all Culver’s restaurants in Wisconsin during the month
of June. Culver’s has also provided coupons for 8,000 waffle cones to be given to paid visitors at the sites.

The Museum had five major exhibits during this fiscal year. Exhibits featured the fiftieth anniversary of the Braves, Jewish
prairie pioneer women, the Badger Army Ammunition Plant, Icons of Wisconsin, and the signers of the Declaration of
Independence.

Director Thomasgard stated the Society has had a great deal of success in improving service to the public. The library has
recently been closed to facilitate moving an estimated 650,000 books to simplify access, relieve some congestion, provide addition-
al growth space, and integrate the collection. This was possible due to the acquisition some additional off-site collection storage for
infrequently used materials.

Records in our Museum collections database have been increased from 25,000 to 151,000, and digitized records have been
increased from 2,500 to 8,000. He reported that over 130,000 records of archaeological and historic resources have been combined
into a single, searchable database. A “webmaster” has been hired, and has initiated the redesign of our Web site. In our historic preser-
vation division, our review process for impacts on cultural resources has been revamped to save time on a state and national level.

The Society partnered with the Wisconsin Federation of Museums to deliver training services to local historical societies and
museums. To add value for visitors to Old World Wisconsin, hand-held audio tour guides have been introduced.

Mr. Thomasgard highlighted a number of other program successes, including:

« Six of the top twenty titles on the University of Wisconsin Press’s best seller list are Society publications.

« Our book list generated over $250,000 in sales. This is double last year’s amount.

« National History Day participation has more than doubled, with nearly 4,000 students across the state participating.

 Over 24,000 schoolchildren toured the Wisconsin Historical Museum. And even more visited the Society’s historic sites this year.

 The Online Genealogical Research Service program has seen tremendous growth in orders, generating $25,000 in revenue
last year. Also, a number of services have been added, including Civil War information and biographical resources.

The Society’s statewide network of historic sites intro-
duced new special programs in 2003 in addition to their
running favorites.

The Society’s underwater archaeologists continued
their study of some of the hundreds of historic
shipwrecks in Wisconsin waters. Qver the summer
they posted daily reports of their ‘surveys online,
at www.wisconsinhistory.org/shipwrecks/notes, of five
Lake Michigan shipwrecks, including the steamer
Appomattox and the schooner Lumberman. The
team also dedicated the state’s first maritime

park, Bullhead Point at Sturgeon Bay.
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From the sagas of Vikings in Canada in AD 1000 to the diaries
of mountain men in the Rockies 800 years later, a new Web
site at www.americanjourneys.org features thousands of eyewit-
ness accounts of North American exploration and settlement
taken from rare books, original manuscripts, and other materi-
als in the Society’s library and archives. Funded by the U.S.
Institute of Museum & Library Services and by private donors,
American Journeys is a collaborative project of the Society and
National History Day. It's-created for students exploring
National History Day’s 2004 theme, “Exploration, Encounter
& Exchange,” and everyone else who loves American history.

During the 2003 academic year mare than 24,000 Wisconsin
schoolchildren learned about state history through tours,
special programs, and hands-on activities at the Wisconsin

Historical Museum on Madison’s capitol square.

Wisconsin's World War |l veterans tell the greatest stories of
their lives from the home front to the front lines in a new docu-
mentary history project, which includes an interactive Web site
(www.wisconsinstories.org/worldwar2) and a documentary series. The
Society produced the programs, Wisconsin World War Il Stories, in
partnership with Wisconsin Public Television and in association
with the Wisconsin Department of Veeterans Affairs.
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
